MINI-GRANT CRITERIA:
Mini-Grant proposals must promote the interests of MAHPERD and will be judged by the following criteria:
1.   Applications must be submitted by MAHPERD members and us the current application format.
2.   The project must relate to health, physical education, recreation or dance and may not include requests for travel or for professional development.
3.   Equipment will become the property of the site housing the project.
4.   The project must benefit students or members of the community in Maryland.
5.   The project must be innovative or should supplement or enhance the existing school, recreation, and/or community program.
6.   The project must be approved by the applicant’s supervisor as indicated by signature on the application.
7.   Priority will be given to first time applicants and/or innovative programs.
8.   If the project is funded, the applicant must write an article for a MAHPERD publication, reporting upon the efficacy of the project. This should be submitted within one year of the date of funding.
9.   The applicant is encouraged to present the project at a future MAHPERD convention.

A typed explanation of your project, not to exceed two pages, addressing each of the items listed must be electronically submitted to the MAHPERD Office Coordinator, Melba Williams at mewilliams@mahperd.org
1.    Clearly explain your proposed project.
2.    Provide clearly defined objectives and expected outcomes.
3.    Provide a timeline of the project and how you plan to implement the objectives.
4.    List specifics for the amount of funding requested and a detailed budget for your proposal.
5.    Describe all in-kind funding for this proposal.
6.    Design a project evaluation and include it with the application to demonstrate if the project was a success.
Mini-Grant deadline for the upcoming school year is April 1 of the previous year. A recommendation from the Grant Committee will be made to the Executive Board for a final decision.
Applicants will receive written notification by June 15.
